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NON-ITCH recycled plastic bottle insulation

Based on the Earthship concept, in which buildings are designed to heat and cool themselves without resorting to the use of fossil fuels, the innovative Groundhouse in Brittany uses solar and wind power harnessed to provide electricity and was built using a combination of old car tyres rammed with earth with insulation largely derived from recycled plastic bottles .

This Earthship project based on the brainchild of Michael Reynolds and pioneered in New Mexico as an earth sheltered home back in the 1970's was undertaken in Brittany over an 18 month period by Daren Howarth and Adi Nortje who ran 'experience weeks' so that people who were interested in eco building to come along and learn whilst helping to create the Groundhouse.

eco-friendly insulation 

Even more exciting for those who are aware of the need to protect and conserve our environment, is the fact that no less than some 85% of the material used in the production of this insulation is derived from recycled plastic bottles! This not only has a positive effect in reducing land fill problems now but also in the future as the material is, and remains, 100% recyclable.  It is also 100% non-allergenic, 100% non-irritant and 100% free from floating fibres.
Known as NON-ITCH, this material is installed and performs in exactly the same way as traditional insulation but, in contrast with mineral fibre, which requires a large amount of energy in its production, its manufacture creates a very low carbon footprint as the expended energy is very low. For every 1 ton of plastic bottles used in the manufacture of NON-ITCH Loft Insulation, 1.5 tons of carbon emissions are prevented from polluting the atmosphere; this is even before the product is installed, at which point it continues to reduce the carbon footprint and benefit the environment. 

This fully tested and certified insulation (UKAS Cert. 1145 - 738 : Agrément Nos. BPD 07-217/8, Patent Pending) offers specifiers, housebuilders & contractors the opportunity to install insulation into lofts, partitions and timber frame buildings without any of the drawbacks normally experienced with glass or mineral wools.  NON-ITCH Insulation is supplied in easy to handle rolls in thicknesses of 100, 150, 170 & 200mm. Trade packs of 3 rolls are available for use between joists spaced 380mm apart and packs of 2 for those spaced 570mm apart.
