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SuperQuilt gains LABC 

Registered System Approval  

YBS Insulation has been awarded Registered System Approval for their multi-layer foil insulation issued under the new Local Authority Building Control Services National Registered Approval Scheme (Reg No. RD850111) for its SuperQuilt insulation membrane for use in roofs, floors and walls. 

Like the previous scheme, LABC Registered Details enables all local authority building control surveyors to share technical details and to recognise the Building Control decisions made by others in the LABC network.

This means that once a 'Registration' has been given through one local authority it will be recognised by all LABC surveyors in England & Wales. The benefit to LABC surveyors is that technical research does not need to be repeated time after time by different local authorities whilst the benefit for LABC's customers is that the use of Registered Details streamlines Building Regulations applications and saves time (and money).

In order to be awarded an LABC Registered Details Certificate, the manufacturer of a product is required to demonstrate technical performance and achievement of recognised standards by supplying recognised test certificates and other proofs of performance that comply with current legislation. In addition through LABC Registered details, the LABC ensure that compliance with current Building Regulations is achieved.
SuperQuilt meets the needs of the builder, maintenance team and those responsible for meeting the increasingly stringent insulation standards required by the new 2010 Code Level 3 energy efficiency targets laid out in the 2010 Part L Building Regulations which came into effect at the end of last year.

Local Authorities and specifiers involved with the maintenance and upgrading of domestic properties will need to achieve U-Values of 0.18 in roofs in England and Wales. In effect, in order to ensure compliance with these new Regulations, those involved will need to work to even lower target values.

Designed for use over or under rafter for both refurbishment, upgrading and new build applications, SuperQuilt comprises no less than nineteen layers of reflective and insulating materials combined together to form a lightweight blanket that is a fraction of the weight and bulk of traditional materials, importantly and in contrast to traditional insulation products this enables contractors and house builders to achieve new building standards in properties without the very expensive and time consuming task of increasing the thickness of the roof or wall profile.

SuperQuilt is simply rolled out and cut to length with a utility knife or scissors and then stapled to the undersides of the exposed rafters or even between the rafters; the joints of which should be overlapped by 75mm and sealed with YBS acrylic based self adhesive aluminium foil tape. The installation is at its most efficient when a ventilation gap of at least 25mm is left either side of the membrane. The installation of a second layer with a further 25mm gap will achieve a U-Value of 0.18. 

SuperQuilt is both CFC and HCFC free, achieves a Class 1 surface spread of flame fire rating and produces a thermal resistance of 2.71m2K/W in the roof. Although SuperQuilt achieves a better thermal efficiency than its nearest competitor it weighs just 13.5kg for a 5m2 (1.5m x 10m) roll.  

The absence of itchy fibres eliminates any need for protective clothing, respirators or goggles whilst the extraordinary flexibility of the material ensures that awkward corners can be easily tackled.
